J Smith Lanier Insurers





If you are involved in an accident:





First, assess the condition of any passengers in your vehicle;  If there are injuries, request medical assistance by calling 911;  Call the police – get an accident report completed by the police no matter how minor the incident;


Remove the vehicle from the street if leaving it there creates a safety hazard, but do not leave the scene of the accident until released by the police officer.





Actuate your emergency flashers and place warning signals promptly and properly.





You may provide the other party involved in the accident with your name, your company name, company phone number, vehicle Identification and Insurance information, BUT DO NOT ACCEPT RESPONSIBILITY or ADMIT LIABILITY.  This is a “legal call” that should be made by your insurance company’s claim department.





These procedures are a part of your vehicle accident kit, located in the glove box of all Flint vehicles.
